LAST GREAT DAY 

 
Say - Good morning everyone.  Today is a special day; it is a Sabbath of 
 God's; it is called the Last Great Day.  Does anyone know what the 
 Last Great Day pictures?   
 
Say - The Last Great Day pictures the 2nd resurrection.  It is the time  

for anyone who has never heard the truth of God will be 
resurrected and taught the truth of God for the very first time; it 
will be a very happy time. 

 
Say - The Bible tells us "But the rest of the dead lived not again until the 
 thousand years were finished..." Revelation 20:5. 
 
Say - God gave one of His prophets, Ezekiel, a dream or vision and 
 explained how the 2nd resurrection would happen.  
 
He took Ezekiel in this dream to a valley and sat him down in a valley full 
of bones which had been there for a very long time.    
 
Ezekiel asked God if these bones could live.  God answered him and said 
"Speak unto the bones and say O ye dry bones, hear the word of the 
LORD".  God continued, "I will cause breath to enter into them and they 
shall live." "I will cover them with skin and put breath in them and they 
shall know I am the LORD."
